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Eric E. Johnson is an associate professor of law at the
University of North Dakota School of Law. His primary
scholarly interests are intellectual property and
media/entertainment law, with a special interest in "new
media."

Intellectual property
sharing is a particular interest of Eric's, and his Konomark
project aims to facilitate the sharing of copyrighted works on
the internet.
